1.11B Expansion of existing parks and development of new parks by 
capitalizing vacant or unstructured land in areas with reduced access to green 
spaces. Previously cleaned and greened land that has been strategically chosen to 
achieve an even distribution throughout the city shall be used.
1.14A Development of parks and public spaces along the Colentina River. The 
aim is to functionally and visually integrate the lakes within the city.
1.14B Reintegration of the Dâmbovița River in the public space of the city 
through the development of the "Dâmbovița Park". The natural, structural axis of 
Bucharest shall be emphasized and enhanced through various complementary 
functions.
1.14C Defining the urban natural reservation status of  Văcărești Lake. The aim 
is to minimize the loss of biodiversity and natural areas with outstanding 
characteristics.
4.4A Implementation of soil decontamination measures on abandoned 
industrial platforms. Specific operations to separate physical and chemical 
pollutants from the affected soil shall be carried out.

1.11B Increasing green areas in residential areas with no access to parks supports 
the fulfillment of European recommendations and indicators on green space/
inhabitant (26sqm/place) and walking distance to parks (500-1000m).
1.14A The rehabilitation and improvement of riverbanks reduces air and water 
pollution, providing a clean and healthy environment for recreation and leisure 
activities.
1.14B Enhancement of the Dâmbovița River banks helps to increase green areas, 
limiting noise, noxious and particle pollution by providing multiple recreational, 
sports and leisure spaces for all city residents.
1.14C The ecosystem defined by Văcărești Lake makes a significant contribution to 
improving air quality in the south-east area and limits future uncontrolled urban 
sprawl in the area.
4.4A Gas, particle and contaminated wastewater pollution shall be removed, 
freeing up land for the development of sports and leisure facilities. 

1.11B Assessed, monitored and updated G.I.S. unstructured land shall be correlated with 
the population in the corresponding operational modules, resulting in locations where 
green space development is required.
1.14A The management in the G.I.S. system facilitates the integration of interventions on the 
river course by assessing possible scenarios, continuously updating completed projects 
and monitoring their progress.
1.14B The large number of necessary interventions shall be managed and updated in real 
time, and shall be correlated through the IT system with interventions in other areas: 
municipal mains, transportation infrastructure, land resources, etc.
1.14C The continuous monitoring of the Văcărești natural ecosystem evolution and the 
protection and preservation measures assessment shall be approached in an integrated 
way and in direct relation with the existing and updated natural resources.
4.4A The proposed management system shall allow an accurate assessment, based on 
specific indicators, on the types of pollutants and the damage degree to the natural 
environment, facilitating the proposal of dedicated interventions.
