Veterinara din Bucuresti — Sectia Peisagistica, unde preda istoria gradinilor si peisajelor si
restaurare peisajera.

Alexandru Mexi este implicat in proiecte de cercetare, conservare si restaurare dedicate
patrimoniului cultural imobil, construit si peisajer. A elaborat lucrari de prezervare a gradinilor
istorice si peisajelor culturale din Romania si din strainatate si a activat in comisii de
specialitate ale Ministerului Culturii si ale Ministerului Lucrarilor Publice, Dezvoltarii si
Administratiei; precum si in jurii de specialitate pentru concursuri de solutii si in colective de
elaborare a unor teme pentru competitii internationale de valorificare a peisaje construite.

Alexandru Mexi is a landscape architect, master and PhD in cultural studies. He is a
specialist certified by the Ministry of Culture in the field of the protection of historic
monuments and a member of the ICOMOS-IFLA International Scientific Committee on
Cultural Landscapes (ISCCL). He serves as a researcher at the National Heritage Institute
within the UNESCO World Heritage Department and is an associate professor at the
University of Agronomic Sciences and Veterinary Medicine of Bucharest (Landscape
Architecture Department), where he teaches the history of gardens and landscapes, as well
as cultural landscape preservation.

Alexandru Mexi is actively involved in research, conservation, and restoration projects
dedicated to immovable, built, and landscape cultural heritage. He has developed
preservation works for historic gardens and cultural landscapes from Romania and abroad.
Furthermore, he has served in professional commissions for the Ministry of Culture and for
the Ministry of Public Works, Development, and Administration, as well as in professional
juries for design solution competitions and has contributed to the elaboration of technical
briefs for international competitions regarding the enhancement of green spaces and urban
landscapes.

Since 2018, he has been a member of the Executive Committee of the European Council of
Landscape Architecture Schools (ECLAS), currently serving as Secretary General.
Additionally, in 2026, he assumed the rotating presidency of the European Network for
Historic Gardens.
